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Defining the social economy

o Official definition

Social economy is made up of economic activities (in a broad sense) carried
out by cooperatives and related enterprises, by mutual societies and by
associations whose ethical stance is represented by the following principles:

a purpose of serving members or the community rather than

seeking profit, an independent management, a democratic decision-making
process, and the primacy

of people and labour over capital in the distribution of income

The legislation on social economy - Objectives

» The decree on social economy (20 November 2008)

o Gives a definition of what is meant by “social economy”

o Identifies and coordinates public instruments directly related
to this competency

o Organises representative bodies and consultations processes
linked to the sector
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By its action, the social economy helps at increasing
the socio-economic performance of the whole of
the Wallonia region. It aims at answering
community-based needs, strengthen social
cohesion and sustainable development.

This “sector” is made up of enterprises that develop
their economic activities. However, they aim at
creating adding values that will benefit the
community and social cohesion.



The Belgian Government defines priority devices in
order to stimulate social economy enterprises’

Integration enterprises (Enterprises d’Insertion)
Consulting agencies in the area of SE

Adapted work enterprises

IDESS

+ integration of actions or specific projects



» The Government appoints one or more non-profit association (asbl)
responsible for ensuring the representation of social economy
enterprises to the Government, the Walloon Council for the Social
Economy and any other instance of coordination of economic and
social policies

* Other tasks assigned:
- to develop tools for the promotion and enhancement of the principles and
objectives of the social economy;
- enable the Government to ensure a process of recognition of social economy
enterprises;
- enable the Government to provide a process for assessing social economy
enterprises.

o Finally, the Decree establishes an Advisory and Approval Board for the social
economy enterprises

o Missions:

- recover from or upon request any advice on the implementation of the
following devices and all related issues:
- Integration enterprises

- consulting agencies in the social economy
- I.D.E.S.S.

- Issue a reasoned opinion on the granting, renewal, suspension or
withdrawal of approval as IDESS, EI or consulting agencies

O composition:

- representatives of employers, trade unions, social economy, the union of
cities and municipalities in Wallonia, the SOWECSOM, the AWIPH
(Walloon Agency for the integration of the disabled person)
